The Arts in Education Committee of the Bradford Creative and Performing Arts 
Center (BCPAC) is excited to announce this year’s presentation of “Peter and 
Wendy” in partnership with Missoula Children’s Theatre Workshop. The workshop 
will be held Monday, June 22 through Wednesday, June 24 from 8:00am – 3:00pm 
and Thursday, June 25 from noon – 5:30pm. A public performance will be held on 
Thursday, June 5 at 6:00pm for the public.  Both the workshop and performance will 
be held at the Bromeley Family Theatre in Blaisdell Hall on the University of 
Pittsburgh Bradford Campus. 
 
Limited scholarships are available to help cover the cost of the workshop for students 
that are grades 1 through 8 for the upcoming 2026-2027 school year. The 
scholarship covers the cost of tuition ($100) for the workshop. Students receiving the 
scholarship must be available for the entire week of the workshop, including the final 
performance.  The scholarships are made possible through the generosity of a 
longtime friend of the arts. Please fill out the scholarship application and return it to 
your teacher.    
 
The scholarships are awarded based on a short essay 50-75 words (ages 12-14) or 
paragraph of 15-20 words (ages 6-11) and a teacher recommendation regarding the 
student’s interest in the arts and how they feel the student would benefit from this 
opportunity.   
 
ALL scholarship applications are due back to the BCPAC office at 119 Main 
Street, Bradford, no later than 5:00pm on Monday, April 13th. Applications can 
also be emailed to artsinedu@bcpac.com. Applications after the deadline will 
not be considered. 
 
Students selected to receive the scholarship will automatically be registered for the 
workshops and an email will be sent to the student’s parent/guardian prior to 
registration opening.
